· Bertram, Debbie and Susan Bloom and Michael Garland, illus.  The Best Book to Read. New York: Random House, 2008. A young boy goes to the library with his class and hears about the many kinds of books that can be found there. By the same team are the Best Place to Read and The Best Time to Read.
· Brown, Anthony.  I Like Books. Cambridge, MA: Candlewick Press, 2004. A young chimp declares his love for all kinds of books, from funny books and scary books to song books and strange books.
· Bunting, Eve and Maggie Smith, illus.  Our Library.  New York: Clarion, 2008.  A raccoon and his friends go to great lengths to make sure they will always have a library where they can borrow books.

· Buzzeo, Toni and Yoshikawa, Sachiko: ill Our Librarian Won't Tell Us Anything!  Fort Atkinson, Wis.: Upstart, 2006. Robert is told by another student not to bother asking school librarian, Mrs. Skorupski for help since she never gives any answers.  Robert finds the she is more than helpful in teaching him how to find the answers to his questions by using online information, the catalog, and the library's nonfiction shelves.

· Child, Lauren.  But Excuse Me that Is My Book. New York: Dial for Young Readers, 2005. When Lola's favorite book is not on the library's shelf, her older brother, Charlie, tries to find another book she will enjoy.
· Cobb, Annie and Joe Mathieu, illus. B Is for Book!  New York: Random House, 1996. A Sesame Street Step into Reading book.  Oscar’s pet worm, Slimey describes some of the many subjects that can be found in books.

· Cuyler, Margaret and Arthur Howard, illus.  Hooray for Reading Day! New York: Simon & Schuster Books for Young Readers, 2008. First-grader Jessica, a big worrier, is especially afraid that she will make a mistake when she is reading in front of her class and parents on Reading Theater Day, but after lots of practice reading to her dog Wiggles, she performs perfectly
· Donaldson, Julia and Axel Scheffler, illus. Charlie Cook’s Favorite Book. New York: Dial Books for Young Readers, 2005. A circular tale in which each new book character is reading about the next, beginning and ending with Charlie Cook.
· Faulkner, Keith and Jonathan Lambert. The Monster Who Loved Books. New York: Orchard Books, 2002.  A boy tries to teach a big blue creature that books are meant to feed the mind, not the belly, as various storybook characters pop up from the pages.  Out of print and may be hard to find.
· Finchler, Judy and Kevin O’Malley, Kevin O’Malley, illus.  Miss Malarkey Leaves No Reader Behind. New York: Walker & Co., 2006. Miss Malarkey vows to find each of her students a book to love by the end of the school year, but one video-game loving boy proves to be a challenge.
· Hillenbrand, Will.  My Book Box.  New York: Harcourt, 2006.  A little elephant creates his own book box and discovers all the magic and fun of books and Reading.  It includes instructions for children to make their own book boxes.
· Lewis, J. Patrick and Kyle M. Stone, illus.  Please Bury Me in the Library.  New York: Harcourt, 2005.  A collection of clever poems celebrating the joys of books and reading, richly illustrated.

· Lies, Brian.  Bats in the Library.  Boston: Houghton Mifflin, 2008.  Those Chiropteran characters for Bats ion the Beach are back for new adventures.  One autumn evening they find a window open and proceed to enjoy Bat Night at the Library!
· McDonald, Megan and Katherine Tillotson, illus.  When the Library Lights Go Out. New York: Atheneum Books for Young People, 2005. When the lights go out in the library, the storytime puppets set out on an adventure to find their missing friend, Hermit Crab.
· McGee, Marni and Ian Beck, illus.  Winston the Book Wolf.  New York: Walker and Co., 2006. Winston loves to eat books because the words are so delicious, but when he gets trapped in the library by an angry librarian and her helpers, a little girl named Rosie helps him to escape and teaches him a new way to enjoy words.
· McQuinn, Anna and Rosalind Beardshaw, Illus. Lola Loves Stories. Watertown, MA: Charlesbridge, 2010. Lola loves to hear Daddy read a new library book each night, an activity that spurs her imagination and results in inventive play the next day.
· McQuinn, Anna and Rosalind Beardshaw, illus. Lola and the Library.  Watertown, MA: Charlesbridge, 2006. Every Tuesday Lola and her mother visit their local library to return and check out books, attend story readings, and share a special treat.
· Meng, Cece and Janet Pedersen, illus. The Wonderful Thing about Hiccups. New York: Clarion Books, 2007. A bad case of hiccups in the library leads to a series of outlandish experiences and a set of rules related to library books, hippopotamuses, and little sisters.
· Morpurgo, Michael and Blythe, Gary, illus.  I Believe in Unicorns.   Cambridge, Mass.: Candlewick, 2006. A man relates how he came to believe in unicorns as an eight-year-old boy while also remembering how he learned about the importance in life of books and storytelling, especially in the midst of war.
· Morris, Carla.  The Boy Raised by Librarians. Atlanta, GA: Peachtree, 2007. Melvin discovers that the public library is the place where he can find just about anything--including three librarians who help in his quest for knowledge.

· Plourde, Lynn and Thor Wickstrom, illus. Book Fair Day. New York: Dutton Children’s Books, 2006. Upon learning that his class will not be going to the school book sale until the last half hour of the day, Dewey worries that all the best books will already be taken. One of the Mrs. Shepherd’s Class series.

· Sierra, Judy and Marc Brown, illus. Born to Read. New York: Alfred A. Knopf, 2008. A little boy named Sam discovers the many unexpected ways in which a love of reading can come in handy, and sometimes even save the day.
· Sierra, Judy and J. Otto Siebold.  Mind Your Manners, B .B. Wolf. New York: Alfred A. Knopf, 2007. When B. B. Wolf, who now lives in the Villain Villa Retirement Residence, is invited to the library for a storybook tea, he is careful to follow the advice of his crocodile friend and impresses everyone with how polite he can be.
· Sierra, Judy and Marc Brown, illus.  Wild about Books. New York: Alfred A. Knopf. 2004. In this wonderful book dedicated to Dr. Seuss, a librarian named Mavis McGrew introduces the animals in the zoo to the joy of reading when she drives her bookmobile to the zoo by mistake.
· Slater, David Michael and Jeff Ebbler, illus.  Battle of the Books. Edina, MN: Magic Wagon, 2010. Two new books are dismayed when they are shelved at a library where books judge each other by their covers. 
· Spanyol, Jessica.  Carlo and the Really Nice Librarian. Cambridge, MA: Candlewick Press, 2004. When Carlo the giraffe and Crackers the cat visit the new library, they meet Mrs. Chinca, a very friendly and helpful librarian
· Stadler, Alexander. Beverly Billingsly Borrows a Book.  New York: Silver Whistle, 2002. Beverly is thrilled to finally check out a book with her own library card, but when she accidentally keeps the book too long she worries that she'll have to pay a huge fine or go to jail.
· Willis, Jeanne and Rosie Reeve, illus. Delilah D. and the Library. New York: Clarion Books, 2006.  Delilah D., who is convinced she is the queen of a faraway land, informs Library Anne, her babysitter Gigi, and everyone else in the library the rules for proper behavior in the libraries of her kingdom
Junior and YA Fiction
· Christian, Peggy. The Bookstore Mouse. New York: Harcourt, 1955. A mouse living in an antiquarian bookstore learns the true power of words when he literally falls into a medieval tale and helps defeat the dragon Censor.
· Farjeon, Eleanor.  The Little Bookroom: Eleanor Farjeon’s Short Stories for Children Chosen by Herself.  New York: New York Review Children’s Collection, 2003.  A charming collection of twenty-seven of Eleanor Farjeon's stories that she chose especially for this volume's first publication in 1955. 
· Graves, Damien. The Midnight Library series. New York: Scholastic, 2006 --.  A series of scary stories presented by editor “DAMIEN GRAVES”.   From the blurb -- DAMIEN GRAVES has spent many years searching for the most terrifying stories in existence. Now, for the first time, he offers the best of his collection. 
· Gutman, Dan.  Nightmare at the Book Fair. New York: Simon & Schuster, 2008. When fifth-grader Trip Dinkleman, who does not like to read very much, is hit on the head by a heavy box and becomes a character in a series of different books--from a sports story to a science fiction novel to an adventure tale--his view of reading is changed forever.
· Hardinge, Frances.  Fly by Night. New York: HarperCollins, 2005. In a world where books and reading are banned, literate young Mosca Mye and her homicidal goose, Saracen, travel to the city of Mandelion on the heels of smooth-talking con-man, Eponymous Clent.
· Philbrick, W. R. Last Book in the Universe. New York: Blue Sky, 2000. After an earthquake has destroyed much of the planet, an epileptic teenager nicknamed Spaz begins the heroic fight to bring human intelligence back to the Earth of a distant future.  Older and may be hard to get, but check your shelves.  This YA titles is worth the search.
· Sanderson, Brandon.  Alcatraz versus the Evil Librarians. New York: Scholastic, 2007. On his thirteenth birthday, foster child Alcatraz Smedry receives a bag of sand which is immediately stolen by the evil Librarians who are trying to take over the world, and Alcatraz is introduced to his grandfather and his own special talent, and told that he must use it to save civilization. There are now four volumes in the Alcatraz Smedry and the Evil Librarians series. 
· Skelton, Matthew. Endymion Spring. New York: Delacorte Press, c2006.  Having reluctantly accompanied his academic mother and pesky younger sister to Oxford, twelve-year-old Blake Winters is at loose ends until he stumbles across an ancient and magical book, secretly brought to England in 1453 by Gutenberg's mute apprentice to save it from evil forces, and which now draws Blake into a dangerous and life-threatening quest.

· Zusak, Markus.  The Book Thief.  New York: Alfred A. Knopf, 2005. Trying to make sense of the horrors of World War II, Death relates the story of Liesel--a young German girl whose book-stealing and story-telling talents help sustain her family and the Jewish man they are hiding, as well as their neighbors. A Michael l. Printz Award Honor Book.

· Mora, Pat and Beatriz Vidal, illus. A Library for Juana: The World of Sor Juana Ines.  New York: Alfred A. Knopf, 2002. When she learned that she would not be able to pursue her dreams of an education because women were not permitted to attend university, Juana Ines dressed in disguise, succeeded in her studies, and became one of the best scholars in Mexico in the 17th century. A non-fiction picture book with beautiful illustrations

· Pennac, Daniel and Sarah Adams, translator. The Rights of the Reader. Cambridge, MA: Candlewick Press, 2008, 1st U.S. ed. "The Rights of the Reader" grew from celebrated French writer Daniel Pennac's experiences of teaching in "challenging" schools. 
· Stamaty, Mark Allen.  Alia’s Mission: Saving the Books of Iraq. New York: Alfred A. Knopf, 2004. Alia takes matters into her own hands when government officials refuse to listen to her concerns about the books in the Basra Central Library. This graphic novel-style picture book is another telling of the story of Iraqi librarian Alia Muhammad Baker.  See The Librarian of Basra below.
· Trumble, Kelly and Robina MacIntyre Marshall, illus.  The Library of Alexandria. New York: Clarion Books, 2003.  An illustrated introduction to the largest and most famous library in the ancient world, the library at Alexandria, Egypt.  Includes bibliographical references and index.
· Winter, Jeanette. The Librarian of Basra: A True Story from Iraq. New York: Harcourt, 2005. Presents the true story of how Alia Baker, the librarian of the Basra library, and her friends managed to save the books of the library before the library was burned to the ground during the 2003 Iraq War.
· Winters, Kay and Nancy Carpenter, illus.  Abe Lincoln: The Boy Who Loved Books. New York: Aladdin Paperbacks, 2003. Presents an illustrated biography of Abraham Lincoln, describing how his lifelong love for reading led him to become the sixteenth president of the United States.
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
