The American Library Association announced the 2011 Newbery and Caldecott Awards winners on January 10 at the annual mid-winter conference in San Diego.  
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The Randolph Caldecott Medal was awarded to Erin E. Stead for her illustrations in A Sick Day for Amos McGee, text by Philip C. Stead, published by Roaring Press. Amos McGee, a friendly zoo keeper, always makes time to visit his animal friends, but when he becomes sick and cannot come in to work, the animals pay him a visit instead.
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The John Newbery Medal was awarded to Moon over Manifest written by Clare Vanderpool, published by Delacorte Press.  Twelve-year-old Abilene Tucker is the daughter of a drifter who, in the summer of 1936, sends her to stay with an old friend in Manifest, Kansas, where he grew up, and where she hopes to find out some things about his past
